Development of Lesson

Introduction

- With children at their desks, take an informal poll of what kind of houses they live in by show of hands and record information on the board –


Apartment


House


Hotel

- Today we’re going to learn about a girl named Laura, about your age, who moves with her parents to a new place.  While I’m reading I want you to think about the ways that Laura’s house and your house are the same or different. 

Methods/Procedures

- Read Little Prairie House 


Page 1 - Define prairie

Page 7 – Ask I wonder where the house is?

Page 9 – Point out that creek is a vocab word and ask where did Pa go?

Page 11 - Define prairie chicken

Page 14 – Build!  Pa’s going to build the house.  Do you know anyone who has built a house?

Page 16 – Those logs must have been really heavy

Page 21 – Have you ever seen an axe like that?

Page 25 – I’ve never heard of stewed jack rabbit before, have you?  Define fiddle

-At the end – Did you know that Laura and her family were real?  They were.  
Laura wrote the stories about her family when she was about 60 years old.  
Here are some pictures of them. -show pdf of the Laura Ingalls Wilder scrapbook.
Read front page and ask questions listed


Can you imagine what her world was like?


Would you want to be a pioneer?

What do we use now page – this can be a basis as well for the Venn diagram


Have students suggest what we use now instead.
-Now we’re going to see how Laura and you are the same and different.  We’re going to use a special form called a Venn Diagram.  

Pass out papers 

Put your name on it

See how it has two circles?  One circle is to put information about for us and one is for information about Laura and her family.  

See where they intersect?  That’s where information that is true for all of us goes.                                                                                                                                   
If we put something on one side we have to put the opposite on the other side.   

Here’s an example

Put your finger on the 1

I’ll write down “bricks” on my side and “logs” on Laura’s side

See the A in the middle – put down kitchen because our houses and Laura’s house had a kitchen.

What are some other things we can put on our Venn diagram?

Record student suggestions

If no suggestions, reread the story for ideas.

When there are at least 7 similarities and/or differences wrap up the lesson
Extension activities – to be used if time
- Divide class into two groups.  One group will build houses with Legos while the other group uses Lincoln Logs to build – explicit directions about just building houses and no other things.  Students will build for 10 minutes and then shift.

- Students will pick a line drawing of which type of house they live in.  They will color it in and add it to the class graph bulletin board.
Accommodations/Adaptations 
Directions will be given orally and in writing to accommodate varying learning styles as well as pre-reading and reading students. Non writers could use pictures or draw to show similarities and differences
Assessment/Evaluation

Informal assessment will also take place during the reading and at the closing.  The Venn diagram will act as a summative assessment.  
Closure

- Ask the children if they think it is easy or hard to build a house?  Why? Is life easier or harder today?  Why?  Have them clean up any mess and get ready for snack.
