Lesson Plan Format
Teacher: Gretchen Morris-Archinal Date: February 3, 2013 Setting: gen ed classroom 

School: Trombly Elementary District: Grosse Pointe Grade Level: 5th Topic/Unit: Planets
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I. Content 
· Students will be proficient at knowing the names of the planets and basic facts about them including their moons.

· Students will understand and respect that there are different responses to the same art work.

Concepts: The student will learn about the planets and their moons.  They will also learn about the sun and asteroids and comets.  They will also learn how different composers at different points in time represent their versions of space.
Enduring Understandings/ Essential Questions – How do I relate to the Universe around me?  How does music help me understand the greater world?
II. Benchmarks 
Visual Arts GLCE’s - ART.M.III.5.3 Understand and respect that there are different responses to specific art works in a global community. 

GLCE’s from Cores - E.ST.M.1 Solar System- The sun is the central and  largest body in our solar system. Earth is the third planet  from the sun in a system that includes other planets and their moons, as well as smaller objects, such as asteroids and comets.

III. Learning Resources and Materials 
Teacher materials: white board, markers, computer, projector, websites:  
www.discoveryeducation.com; www.youtube.com
Student materials: paper, pencils, colored pencils, computer/ipad, Prezi or PowerPoint, internet, resource books on the universe.
IV. Development of Lesson
Pre-Teaching activities-Classroom modification: hang posters/photos of the planets, Gustav Holst, Kronos Quartet, and Jerry Riley.
Introduction 
· The “hook”- Who likes to look up at the sky at night?  Do you ever wonder what’s happening up there?  People throughout the ages have been doing the same thing and wondering as well.
· Review — what can you tell me about the Universe?  What do you know about the planets?  How about the Sun and the Moon.  Brainstorm about what the students already know about the Universe and more specifically the planets.
· State the objective – Today we’re going to start learning about the planets.  Our goal is that 80% of the students will be proficient in knowing the names of the planets and basic facts about them. 
· Lesson introduction-discussing/explain content - To do this, we’re going to start by writing a song/poem or short story based on what we already know about the planets and space.  We’ll do this while we listen to two different composers interpretations of space.  
· Motivation - Now I’m going to tell you a little bit about our composers and we’re going to listen to their compositions.  Take out some paper and a pencil so that when the music starts, you can start writing your song, poem or short story about the planets.  
Methods/Procedures -
· See IV. Development of Lesson to start the lesson

· Introduce Gustav Holst – whole group
· English composer

· Written in 1914 - 1916

· Based on the astrological signs as well as the planet themselves

· Pluto wasn’t included because it hadn’t been discovered yet.

· Mars, the Bringer of War

· Venus, the Bringer of Peace

· Mercury, the Winged Messenger

· Jupiter, the Bringer of Jollity

· Saturn, the Bringer of Old Age

· Uranus, the Magician

· Neptune, the Mystic

· Introduce Jerry Riley and the Kronos Quartet – whole group
· California composer

· Written between 2001-2002

· Based on original NASA recordings and photographs from space

· Part of the NASA Art Program contacted Kronos in spring 2000 with an open invitation to take sounds of space and weave them into music.  The sounds of space came from plasma wave receivers that had flown on a variety of Earth orbiting and planetary spacecraft over a period of 40 years.

· The space around and between the planets is not a total vacuum; it is filled with an ionized gas called plasma.  The plasma waves that can propagate in this medium have characteristics similar to both sound and radio waves.

· Play the video of Intermediate Music Appreciation: The Planets  - Mars, Mercury and Jupiter.  This runs about 20 minutes. – whole group listening/watching, individual writing
· Play the video of the compilation of the Kronos Quartet performing Sun Rings – runs about 16 minutes. - whole group watching, individual writing
Student Work Period- 
· During this 35-40 minute period of listening to the videos, the students will compose a song, poem or short story; 
· the teacher will be walking around monitoring and interacting with individual students during the work period
Accommodations/Adaptations  

· Students will work together in small groups and individually.  The writing assignment is done individually with feedback from other students in a writing workshop format.  The Prezi/PowerPoint component will be done in small groups cooperatively.
· Instruction is differentiated by using different learning styles/intelligences: music, logical-mathematical, interpersonal, linguistic and spatial.
· For those with special needs all IEP accommodations will be followed.  PECs or can be used for the writing assignment.  Students may draw rather than write as appropriate. 
· A range of students will be put into each group so that individual strengths and weaknesses are covered.
              Assessment/Evaluation  

· 80% of the students will be proficient at knowing the names of the planets and basic facts about them including their moons using individual writing and as well as group Prezi/PowerPoint projects as an assessment.  Students and teacher will develop rubric for the presentation portion.

· 80% of the students will understand and respect that there are different responses to the same art work as observed through systematic observation.

V. Closure 
First: Call group together at the front of the room.  Ask if anyone would like to share their work with the class.  Pull names if need be.  Review what they learned about both the planets and the compositions.

· Which composition did you enjoy more?  Why?

· Which one was your least favorite? Why?

· Name one fact you learned today?

· How would you teach this to your little brother or sister?

Second:  Hook “Wow, I can’t believe we have to stop and clean up. State Objective: “The materials need to be put away and our desks cleaned”. Model technique. Guided practice and independent practice; students don’t leave without taking responsibility of maintenance.

VI. Teacher Reflection 
Seven minutes is way too short!  My frustration was with time limits and not really being able to present the lesson as I had planned.  I found the instructors comments very helpful.  I was trying to make sure that I looked at the whole room, but obviously this is an area that I need to continue to work on.  I also need to work on my body position so that I am inclusive of everyone.  
 “What went well?” – The use of the videos went well.  While the instructor suggested that I use just the music rather than the video, I chose to use the video so that those students who are more visual had a frame of reference as well.  My feeling is that the writing is to be inspired by both the music and the visuals.  
I was pleased that the students participated in the very brief brainstorming at the beginning.  

As I walked around the room, the students were engaged in both viewing and writing.

“What needs modifying?”   I would add more information about the music itself and how it reflects the time period it was written in. I would probably have the students listen to the music and take notes and focus on writing later.  I think trying to do both listen and write at the same time is too hard.   I might even present the music over a couple of periods.  I would also like to add a discussion time after so the students can process and discuss the music.
“What would I do next?”  The next step in the learning process is making Prezi/PowerPoint incorporating the music as well as facts about a particular planet.  This is just the beginning of a unit plan that culminates with the presentation of the small groups.  This is a perfect opportunity for the students to present their projects to the schools, families and the great community.
