The object of this blueprint is to help you plan the operational aspects of behavior analysis.  Remember, an observation record (to record data) and a graph (to display data) must be included with every blueprint.

I. State the inappropriate behavior you wish to change in observable terms.

A. Antecedent:  (may not always be identifiable)

1) Isiah sees food that is desired 
2) Teacher moves away from food - generally happens when the teacher’s back is turned or the teacher is distracted.

B. Behavior:

1) Using his full hand, Isiah takes food off of the plate of another student. This is usually done with quick movements
2) Isiah reaches into cereal container and takes a handful of cereal with more stealthy movements.  He generally will run with the food and sometimes will hide under the table.
C. Consequence:

1) The food is removed from Isiah by a teacher or peer.

2) Attention is given to Isiah by both teacher and peers
3) Peers will block their food from Isiah.
II. State the appropriate behavior directly incompatible with the inappropriate behavior.

Isiah will request food from teacher or peer.  This can be done verbally or through a PECs book

2. Analyze the Data:

In looking at the data, there are two very strong bands of time that Isiah steals food.  One is in the mornings between 8:30 and 10:30 am and corresponds to the time that Isiah is eating breakfast and then snack during the later portion of the time period.  The second band is corresponds to lunch time from 11:15 am to 1pm.  Generally there is more food stealing at lunch time because there is more food and more varieties of food that he desires.  These time periods also somewhat correspond to the time when Isiah does properly request food as well.  The spikes in the properly requesting graph align with the general time periods where food is available in the classroom:  breakfast, snack, lunch and afternoon snack.

Parent interview – 
Per the parent, Isiah maintains this behavior at home.  According to mom, PECs is used at home, but there was not the change in behavior that was seen in the classroom when PECs was introduced to request food.

Does the behavior happen at home?  Yes it occurs regularly at home as well

When does it occur?  At meal times and when Isiah wants what someone else is eating
What do you do when it happens? Take the food away from Isiah, if I can catch him.
What are the consequences at home?  The food is removed.
What is the antecedent?  He sees food he wants.
Do you notice any side effects from the meds at home? No
When did the behavior begin?  It started when he began to walk.
Does he respond to your direction?  Sometimes - I have to grab his hands to stop him.
How does he act with other family members?  He does this with everyone
What do you do when he requests food? Generally I get him the food he wants.  Sometimes I say no.

This happens at home and parents need help in learning how to control it in this situation as well.  The school may need to supply PECs resources and training for the people in Isiah's world - Mom, Dad, sister and grandparents.

Informal observation of child in classroom 

Isiah is a nine year old male with ASD.  He is non-verbal and uses some PECs to communicate his desire for food.  Isiah will also lead people to the location of the desired food or present a utensil to indicate what food he would like to you to get for him. What does he like to do?, more info on him.



What was done in the past that was successful and not successful?
Using PECs to request food has generally been successful.  It is most successful when used each time Isiah wants food.  Lunch time is harder because PECs is not used and there is more variety of foods in the room.  At one time students ate in the gym with the gen ed population, but the food stealing became a very large issue.



What is this person saying by his behavior?
I want that to eat.  I see it, I want it, it’s mine.  This is speculation.

  What could you have done using the following prior to any 

     intervention?

1. changes in instruction

· Teach a larger variety of PECs cards for more/different foods

· Be consistent in making sure that Isiah uses the PECs cards rather than taking your hand and showing you what he wants to eat.

· Teach the concept of no.

2.  changes in environment

· Offer Isiah more of the preferred foods at lunch time – This means having the items he tends to steal on hand and have him request the items.  – This ties in with #1.

· Isolate students from each other. – This not realistic and doesn't solve the problem.

3.  parent support
· 
Parents making the same commitment to the same consequence as at school

· Teach parent to use PECS

4. Community support
· I will apply for grant money to get iPAD that will offer assisted technology with PECs and other innovative apps.

Do interventions graph – 

Interventions include: teaching PECs for preferred foods, have the preferred foods in room at lunch, teach parents to use PECs at home.
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Analyze the data

In looking at the data, based on six weeks of interventions, we can see that the interventions appear to be working.  There is a significant decrease of about 30%.  There as a corresponding 30% increase in the number of requests for food as well.  The interventions included:   teaching PECs for preferred foods, have the preferred foods in room at lunch, teach parents to use PECs at home. There was no change in the change in the time banding.

B.  Why did you choose these reinforcers?

High probability behavior activities - extra recess time, walks in the hall, extra time in the gym  are activities that he really enjoys 

Tangible - food is his greatest motivator and he loves puzzles and cause and effect toys

Verbal - Good job, I'm proud of you, Yeah!!! - All of these are simple phrases that Isiah understands

Non-Verbal - thumbs up, smile, high five - All these are non-verbal actions that Isiah understands

Touch - hug, letting him climb, letting him sit on your lap - loves all of these touches



C.  Who will dispense the reinforcers?  Why?

Teacher or paraprofessional - Whoever is working with the student at the time of the correct behavior will dispense the appropriate reinforcers.



D.  Choose appropriate reinforcement schedules and explain why you                               would use the selected schedule.

Isiah will get a social and tangible reinforcer each time he requests food.  In this case, the food acts as the tangible reinforcer.  Because food is being used as the tangible reinforcer, a social reinforce will be the one that is scheduled.  Initially, he will receive both reinforcers every time he requests food.  When Isiah has reached a point where there is only one incident of food stealing per day for a week, the social reinforcement will go to a fixed ration schedule.  After six weeks of a fixed ration schedule, the social reinforcement will switch to a random schedule.     A schedule is noted below:

 2.  Analyze the Data.
When the accelerators were incorporated with the interventions, there was another increase in the number of proper requests as well as a decrease in the amount of food stealing.  The change amounted to a total increase of correct behavior and a decrease of stealing of approximately 75% from the baseline.  There was no change in the change in the time banding.

F.  If you were to use a contingency exchange economy, what exactly would you do?                            

1. Select target behavior – requesting food
2. Conceptualize – if you ask for the food, you will get the food and a star.  Earning stars will earn you a special activity or treat.
3. Rule – Ask for Food

4. The token is a star on a piece of paper

5. Reinforcers - extra time at preferred activity, popcorn party, extra iPad time, special time with teacher or preferred food.
6. 5 stars = extra 2 minutes at preferred activity or iPad

1. 10 stars – preferred food

2. 25 stars – special teacher time – 10 minutes

3. 100 stars – popcorn party

7. Start with just Isiah at breakfast, snack times and lunch

8. There will be a paper taped to the table so that the stars can be immediately drawn on the paper.

9. The same schedule of reinforcement used with social/tangible reinforcers will be used.

10. Tokens can be exchanged between 3 and 3:30. This will provide an nice way to end the day.
11. Menu will be revised every couple of weeks.


G.  If you were to teach the behavior, choose each technique and explain what you would do (shaping, modeling)

Shaping
1) sit down in chair at table

2) request food verbally or with PECS book from adult

3) stay seated while food is prepared

4) eat food

5) repeat steps 2-4 until requests to leave the table

Modeling

I am not sure that Isiah is developmentally and cognitively able to imitate the model.  If he is, I would use his classmate, Cornelius, as his model.  Cornelius, who sits at the same table to eat as Isiah, uses great manners and request food from the teachers with little prompting. Cornelius remains seated and eats in a slow and careful manner. 


H.  Briefly describe what you would do using:

a. Satiation – This could be very interesting to use with a food stealer.  Do you allow them to eat without requesting food until they are satiated or do you allow them to steal the food of others?  Somehow I don’t see this as an effective tool in Isiah’s case.
b. Negative reinforcement – The aversive stimulus in Isiah’s case could be seen as one of two things – sitting down and/or requesting food.  The removal of either of them may change Isiah’s behavior.
Behavior Analysis and Intervention

DECELERATING AN UNDESIRABLE BEHAVIOR

1. Analyze the results of your entire acceleration section (describe your results and indicate what changes could be made to increase the rate of acceleration regardless of your outcome).

While there is a lot of improvement in Isiah’s behavior, he still has incidents of stealing food.  I would like to see what would happen if Isiah was able to use an iPad to request food and act as his voice.  I suspect that once he got the hang of using the electronic tools, he would be able to interact and not be as frustrated.  Incorporating a token economy as well as modeling and shaping will also help to decrease the incidence of stealing food and increase the desired behaviors.
2. Assume you failed to decelerate the undesirable behavior after several months of attempting different techniques.  
(1) Do another baseline of the undesirable and desirable behavior.  
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(2) Choose one specific negative technique and indicate how you would apply the technique.  Be very specific.

1) Stealing food is defined as: Isiah takes food off of the plate of another student. Or Isiah reaches into cereal container and takes a handful of cereal 
2) When this behavior occurs, Isiah will be escorted to a separate area and will remain seated there for 2 minutes.
3) After the time-out Isiah may return to the group.  There will be no discussions or reprimands.

4) Isiah’s area to eat is relocated from the center table in the room to his desk, to help decrease his ability to steal class mate’s food.  

5) A separate area is designated as the time out area with a seat for Isiah and one for the adult monitor.
3. Draw a graph of your results showing a decrease in inappropriate behavior and increase in positive behavior.
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4. Prior to utilizing this technique, what precautions would you have taken?  Be specific, assume you used an aversive strategy.

· I would analyze the characteristics of the child to make sure that this is an effective strategy.
· I would make sure that I was consistent in its application. I also need to discuss this with the staff to make sure that everyone is on the same page.
· I would teach the rules of the classroom and have brief and explicit explanations of the rules and reasons for time-outs.

· I will have thought about and found an appropriate location in the room for time outs to make sure that it is not reinforcing.
· I should determine the length of the time out.  Two minutes after quieting seems to be ideal with the max of 4 to 5 minutes and never more than 10 minutes.

5. Analyze your results.

The negative behavior of stealing food continues to decrease with the use of time outs and the positive interactions continues to be more consistent.  There may however be a swing up in behavior if this strategy is discontinued.
Contract
Given Isiah’s functional age of between 18 months and 2 years, I would use the simple if/then contract for him.  If he asks, then he eats.
