How Come the Streets Aren’t Straight?
Grade Level – 3rd -4th Multi-Age Classroom

Class Period – 45 minutes

1.  Objectives/outcomes: 80% of the students will be able to identify the three different layout ideas represented in Detroit.

3. Teacher Procedure/Development: 
a. Introduction: Have you ever wondered who decided where the streets should go?  How come some of them are straight and some are curvy?  Today we’re going to learn how three different time periods affect how the streets were laid out in Detroit.
b. Materials needed:  computers, projector, paper, pencils, rulers,  crayons, markers
c. Methods Procedures: Schedule

· 30 minutes – Three periods of different street layouts

· 10 minutes- Ribbon Farms – earliest layout of the city.  Remind them about where the fort was.

· 10 minutes – Spoke – 1805 Woodward’s layout based on Washington DC.

· 10 minutes – grid system - based on the land grant system.

· 15 minutes – create your own city 

· Divide students into groups of two or three to plan an imaginary city. Each group should draw a map of its city. Students should also include the following information about their cities:

· The kinds of homes (apartments, condominiums, single-family homes, townhouses)

· The locations of businesses

· The locations of recreational areas

· The locations of city government buildings such as city hall, police and fire stations, and libraries

d. Accommodations/adaptations: 
· Students may use head phones if music is too loud

· If hearing impaired, they will have personal amplifiers to hear and feel the beat and will be paired with a student to interpret.

· All directions will be given orally as well as in writing.

· Research groups will be set up to include a range of learners and different types of learning styles.  Students will be encouraged to be peer mentors for each other in the groups, so that all students are included in the project.

· Reports can be modified to be oral or written as needed.

e. Assessment/Evaluation: Students will write a reflection in the writing journal about their city.    
f. Conclusion:  The student will write an exit slip with the most interesting fact that they learned during the lesson.  
g. Communication with Parents/Guardians: The parents will receive a copy of the class newsletter describing the lesson.  Pictures of the city layouts will be uploaded to the class website so that the students can share information with their families.
