How Did the Street Get Its Name?
Grade Level – 3rd -4th Multi-Age Classroom

Class Period – 45 minutes

1.  Objectives/outcomes: 80% of the students will be able to identify the ten of the well-known streets in Detroit.

3. Teacher Procedure/Development: 
a. Introduction: We’ve talked a lot about the early history of Detroit.  Can any of you think of other places we see or hear some of the names of early Detroiters?  I grew up on Lincoln.  Any ideas of where that name came from?  Today, we’re going to learn some more about the families of Detroit.
b. Materials needed:  paper, pencils, rulers, crayons, markers, handouts about different Detroit families, laptops.
c. Methods Procedures: Schedule

· 5 minutes – introduction – what does your name mean?  Are there any towns, streets, buildings with your name?

· 25 minutes – assign a pair of students to each name in the handouts.  Each pair will read about and do quick web search on their family.  They will design a historic marker about their family.  
· 15 minutes – each pair will give a quick summary about their family and share their markers with the class.  

· The markers will be displayed during the rest of the unit.

d. Accommodations/adaptations: 
· Students may use head phones if music is too loud

· If hearing impaired, they will have personal amplifiers to hear and feel the beat and will be paired with a student to interpret.

· All directions will be given orally as well as in writing.

· Research groups will be set up to include a range of learners and different types of learning styles.  Students will be encouraged to be peer mentors for each other in the groups, so that all students are included in the project.

· Reports can be modified to be oral or written as needed.

e. Assessment/Evaluation: Students will write a reflection in the writing journal about their family and how they are important to the city of Detroit.    
f. Conclusion:  Students will hang their markers in the hallway for the rest of the school to see.
g. Communication with Parents/Guardians: The parents will receive a copy of the class newsletter describing the lesson.  Pictures of the markers will be uploaded to the class website so that the students can share information with their families.
